WHEREAS, every citizen should be aware that the law requires that motorists and cyclists exercise appropriate caution when approaching a blind person carrying a white cane; and 
WHEREAS, Brevard County calls upon employers, both public and private, to be aware of and utilize the skills of our blind citizens by recognizing their worth as individuals and their productive capacities by expanding employment opportunities for blind persons in the competitive labor market.
WHEREAS, Brevard County, through its public agencies and with the cooperative assistance of the National Federation of the Blind, will work to ensure blind citizens of Brevard are part of our community's socio-economic fabric.
