A RESOLUTION ON BEHALF OF THE BREVARD COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS PROCLAIMING MAY 2024 AS STROKE AWARENESS MONTH

WHEREAS, every 40 seconds an individual in the United States has a stroke, and every 3 minutes and 14 seconds someone dies of a stroke; and

WHEREAS,  strokes are one of the leading causes of serious long-term disability, the fifth-leading cause of death in the United States, and the total annual health care costs related to strokes are expected to reach $240,700,000,000 by 2030; and
WHEREAS, nearly half of adults in the United States have high blood pressure, which is a leading cause and controllable risk factor for stroke; and
WHEREAS, during Stroke Awareness Month in May, and year-round, the Together to End Stroke initiative of the American Stroke Association (ASA) strives to teach people everywhere that stroke is largely preventable, treatable, and beatable; and

WHEREAS, educating the public about BE FAST, which stands for Balance or dizziness, Eyes or blurred vision, Face drooping, Arm weakness, Speech difficulty, and Time to call 911, an acronym used to help detect warning signs and symptoms of stroke, and to respond effectively.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, does hereby proclaim May 2024 as
STROKE AWARENESS MONTH
