Title: Educational Facilities lmpact Fee Allocation - Quarter Ending December
31,2025

Discussion:

Brevard County collects educationalfacilities impact fees from residential
development for construction of educational facilities or capital improvements
that provide educationalcapacity in the lmpact Fee Benefit District from which
the funds were collected or for the construction of the proportionate share of
eligible educationalfacilities or capital improvements located in another district
that will serve the district from which the funds were collected. The funds may
be used on capacity projects identified in the Five-Year District Facilities Work
Program. The updated Five-Year District Facilities Work Program was
approved at the February 11,2025 School Board meeting and it included the
projects referenced below. The Florida Department of Education has not
opened the 25-26 Five Year District Facilities Work Program as of January 16,
2026.

The process by which funds are allocated to projects is outlined in the
lnterlocalAgreement between Brevard County and the School Board. Each
Benefit District (North and South) has an Educational Facilities lmpact Fee
Benefit District Advisory Committee (IFBDAC) that includes the School Board,
County and applicable municipal representatives. Approximately every quarter,
the DistrictAdvisory Committees make a recommendation to the School Board.
The School Board approves or modifies the recommendation and then submits
the funding request to Brevard County for approval by the Board of County
Commissioners. The process can take 24 months before the funds are
received by the District.

The Board action requested allocates the impact fee revenue collected through
the quarter ending December 31,2025.

The lmpact Fee Benefit DistrictAdvisory Committees met on January 26,2026
and recommended the following allocations to the Separate Day School project
and the South Area Capacity Project (to be used for the Bayside High School
classroom addition):
