
RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Florida leads the U.S. with about two million registered and non-registered vessels, with over 22 million boaters enjoying Florida’s waterways each year; and 

WHEREAS, Florida leads the U.S. in the number of boating accidents and deaths, with drowning being the leading cause of death; and

WHEREAS, The National Safe Boating Council, U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary - Central Brevard Flotilla, and local and state agencies all support the “Wear It !” safe boating campaign to promote wearing life jackets while underway; and

WHEREAS, several local organizations involved in helping educate the public emphasize getting a vessel safety check, wearing life jackets, and attending a classroom version of a boating safety class; and 

WHEREAS, those who have taken the classroom boating safety class given by the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary and U.S. Power Squadron have less than a 1.9 % boating fatality rate.
