AN ORDINANCE ENACTED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA AMENDING SECTIONS 62-1102, 62-2115(a) AND 62-1837.5(b)(11) OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA; AMENDING THE DEFINITION OF “SELF STORAGE MINI-WAREHOUSING IN SEC. 62-1102; AMENDING SEC. 62-1837.5(b)(11);  BY PROHIBITING REMOVING A PROHIBITION AGAINST METAL BUILDINGS; THAT DO NOT CONFORM PROVIDING CRITERIA FOR COMPLIANCE;TO ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS IN THAT SECTION; ENHANCING AND AMENDING THE ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS IN SEC. 62-1837.5(b)(11) FOR METAL BUILDINGS WITHIN THE MERRITT ISLAND REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY BOUNDARIES; AMENDING SEC. 62-1837.5(b)(11) TO PROHIBIT CONVERSION OF METAL CARGO CONTAINERS INTO SELF-STORAGE UNITS; PROVIDING FOR APPLICABILITY OF THE ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Section 1.  Amendment to Sec.62-1102.   The definition of the term “self-storage mini-warehouse set forth in section 62-1102 of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County, Florida without affecting or amending any other definition set forth in that section, which definitions are hereby deemed to remain in full force and effect, is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 62-1102. - Definitions and rules of construction.
Self storage mini-warehouse means a fully enclosed building having individual compartmentalized units, bays or lockers which are to be used only as storage space for customer's personal property and includes any perimeter storage buildings conforming to section 62-1837.5(b)(11) where such perimeter storage buildings are used for storage of customers’ personal property as part of a project that features a fully enclosed storage building used for that purpose.

Section 2.  Amendment to 62-2115(a).-Metal Buildings.  Subsection 62-2115(a) of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County, Florida, without affecting any other provisions in Section 62-2115 hereby deemed to remain in full force and effect, is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 62-2115. - Metal buildings.
(a)  Subject to the provisions of subparagraph (a)(3), below, Mmetal buildings are permitted in the BU-1 general retail commercial, TU-1 general tourist commercial, TU-2 highway transient tourist and the PBP planned business park zoning classifications subject to the following criteria:
(1) The front of the metal structure shall be galvanized, and shall utilize factory finished painted siding, at a minimum.
(2) The roofline shall be architecturally treated with a mansard roof or in another acceptable manner to enhance the appearance of the front of the metal structure.  No flat roof lines are allowed.
(3) Within the boundaries of the Merritt Island Redevelopment Area:
a. the provisions of subparagraphs (a)(1) shall not apply; and
b. the outer walls of any metal building, to include perimeter buildings used for storage of customers’ personal property as part of a project that features a fully enclosed storage building used for that purpose, will be finished with textured façade material, such as stucco, imitation brick or other similar architectural details and features intended to mimic the style of a conventional residential, retail or office structure. 

Section 3.  Amendment to section 62-1837.5.-Self storage mini-warehouses.  Subsection 62-1837.5(b)(11) of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County, Florida, without affecting any other provisions in section 62-1837.5 hereby deemed to remain in full force and effect, is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 62-1837.5. - Self storage mini-warehouses.
[bookmark: _Hlk40697934](b)(11) Architectural requirements. The site shall be designed so that no mini-warehouse overhead doors on perimeter storage buildings are visible from the street or from any adjacent parcel zoned residential or used for residential purposes. Perimeter structures shall have trussed roofs. Perimeter walls shall be designed with physical breaks, windows (real or not), façade material changes or other architectural details and features (not just paint) intended to mimic the style of a retail structure as opposed to a continuous, visually monotonous warehouse wall. Metal buildings not meeting the standards of this section are prohibited. Conversion of metal cargo containers into self-storage units is prohibited on any property with BU-1 zoning

Section 3. Applicability. This ordinance shall be applicable to all future self-storage mini-warehouse buildings located on BU-1 zoned property comprised, in whole or in part, of metal buildings, as well as any pending or approved site plans showing such buildings that were filed or approved after July 1, 2019.  Any such approved site plan shall be deemed to allow substitution of metal self-storage mini-warehouse buildings in lieu of conventionally constructed buildings in accordance with this amendment to section 62-1837.5(11) of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County, Florida, provided all other provisions of section 62-1837.5(11), as amended, are met.
Section 4. Inclusion in Code. It is the intention of the Board that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the Brevard County Code of Ordinances, and that the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and that the word "Ordinance" may be changed to "Chapter," "Section," "Article," or such other appropriate word or phrase in order to accomplish such intentions. 
Section 5. Conflict. In the case of a direct conflict between any provision of this Ordinance and a provision of County law, rule, or regulation, the more restrictive shall apply. 
Section 6. Severability. If any provision of this Ordinance or application thereof to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance are declared severable. 
Section 7. Effective Date. A certified copy of this ordinance shall be filed with the Office of the Secretary of State, State of Florida within ten (10) days of enactment. Unless specified otherwise, this Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption and filing as required by law.
