


RESOLUTION NO. 2021 - ____
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A NAME CHANGE TO SPACEPORT COMMERCE PARK, AUTHORIZING STAFF TO PURSUE MODIFICATION OF THE RESTRICTIONS AND DEED COVENANTS OF THE SPACEPORT COMMERCE PARK TO ADD THE NAME CHANGE TO THE COVENANTS, PROVIDING LEGISLATIVE INTENT TO AMEND BREVARD COUNTY CODE SECTION 98-247, 98-247A TO UPDATE THE NAME OF SAID PARK. 

WHEREAS, Brevard County, Florida, a political subdivision of the State of Florida, 2725 Judge Fran Jamieson Way, Viera, Florida, 32940, hereafter known as the COUNTY, owns certain real property described at Plat Book 12, Page 74 of the Official Records of Brevard County; and, 
WHEREAS, said property has had several names over the years including “Enterprise Park,” as described in said Plat; “Gateway Center Industrial Park,” as described in Chapter 82-264, Laws of Florida; and currently “Spaceport Commerce Park,” as described in the restrictive Covenants at Official Records Book 6395, Page 2380; and
WHEREAS, the Brevard County Board of Commissioners created the North Brevard Economic Development Zone Dependent Special District (hereinafter the DISTRICT) under the powers vested in the Board under Chapter 125, Florida Statutes, Chapter 189, Florida Statutes and section 200.065(1), Florida Statutes; and, 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY approved Ordinance No. 2013-08, establishing the DISTRICT as the county’s authorized agent for negotiating and executing contracts for the private sale or private lease of county-owned land within the boundaries of the Spaceport Commerce Park; and, 
WHEREAS, the entity known as Space Florida, the aerospace economic development agency of the State of Florida, has entered into a long-term ground lease arrangement with the U.S. government for property located adjacent to NASA’s Kennedy Space Center; and,  
WHEREAS, Space Florida has marketed the availability of this land to private aerospace firms using the nomenclature of “Exploration Park,” in an effort to recruit these aerospace companies to Brevard County and thereby increase the economic vitality of the county and the state through the creation of new jobs and additional capital investment; and,  
WHEREAS, the DISTRICT voted on May 14, 2021 to recommend that the COUNTY rename the Spaceport Commerce Park to “Exploration Park West,” to capitalize on the successful branding that Space Florida has achieved in marketing Exploration Park, thus increasing the possibilities for more development activity in the lands currently being marketed as the Spaceport Commerce Park; and, 

WHEREAS, modification of the Spaceport Commerce Park covenants requires recording the change, signed by the Owner (in this case, the County), together with other purchasers or lessees owning and controlling ¾ in area of the property within the Park. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA agree as follows:
1. The foregoing recitations are true and correct and by this reference incorporated.

2. The Board grants legislative authorization for the Executive Director of the DISTRICT, in conjunction with review by the County Attorney’s office, to do the following:

a. To advertise and bring back to the Board for public hearing, an Ordinance change to Brevard County Code section 98-247, 98-247a, removing the name Spaceport Commerce Park, and replacing it with the name Exploration Park West.
b. Upon completion of the ordinance amendment, authority to pursue modification of the Restrictions and Deed Covenants at Official Records Book 6395, Page 2380 with a modification to rename the Spaceport Commerce Park as Exploration Park West.
3.   Upon completion of the aforesaid ordinance amendment, the Spaceport Commerce Park is officially renamed as Exploration Park West. 
4.   To empower the Chair of the Board to sign approval of a modification of the Restrictions and Deed Covenants to rename the Spaceport Commerce Park as Exploration Park West.  To empower the Executive Director of the DISTRICT, after consultation with the County Attorney’s Office, to sign any related documentation affected by the name change, and to record the modified Restrictions and Deed Covenants.
